With such evenly matched teams- and with this being a medley relay week- it is also imperative that we know who will not be at the meet.  If your swimmer(s) will also miss the meet, please let us know ASAP.  
And if you know you will miss one of the two final meets (July 13 v. Kings Charter or Tuesday, July 19 v. Milestone), please let us know now.  The earlier we know, the easier it is to compile the line up and assign meet workers.
Swim Marathon- We have reached 4 digits in our fundraising for the Jamie Hess Fund.  Please continue to bring your pledges and donations.
